Welcome & Introduction

At 8:37 a.m., Mr. Austin called the meeting to order.

Approval of Minutes
 
The March 23rd ABC Board minutes were approved unanimously and without correction.

Unfinished Business

Law Enforcement Report for the month of March was reviewed with no violations reported. There was an assault at Rock N’ Bowl with no additional details reported. 

The March Financials showed that there was a 5.12% profit this month as compared to a 6.08% profit last year.  M. Balding stipulated that there were three pay periods this month. M. Balding also explained that the ABC 
truck would need to be counted as a fixed asset for the audit rather than an education expense.

Upon review the Board voted to approve the attached Law Enforcement Report, Accountant’s Report & Reconciliation and Bank Statement without correction.


New Business

M. Balding provided the Manager’s Report (attached) for the Board’s review.  He gave an overview of the current education fund. He explained that the Board had budgeted $11,500 for community education endeavors, and that $7790 of that has been spent for the year. He suggested that the Board find an additional project. 

The Board discussed extending the educational billboard lease, funding a “Lock-In” that is held at Brevard College for the May 14th Rosman High School Prom and an opportunity to work with Brevard College’s Criminal Justice Program with an added benefit of additional data. The data the college students (and officers within the program) would go to various locations selling alcoholic beverages and check to see if proper ID protocols were being followed in a similar fashion to what ALE does, but with a much wider scope. 

It was agreed that the Brevard College partnership would need to be developed throughout the summer and that M. Balding would return with additional information regarding the Lock-In. 

There was a brief discussion regarding ABC Board member terms. M. Balding informed them that one person was due to leave the board in June and that the chair would need to be decided for next year. It was agreed that that decision would take place at the next meeting.

There being no further business, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 9:36 AM.
